
The Hon. Joe Volpe is currently the Publisher and President of the Corriere 
Canadese, the only Italian language daily newspaper outside of Italy. He served 
as a Member of Parliament for more than two decades. During that time, he 
provided leadership in several capacities as the Political Minister for Ontario and 
on the Planning and Priorities Committee of Cabinet, He fulfilled several key 
duties in sensitive portfolios as Minister for Human Resources and Skills 
Development and later as Minister for Immigration.

Some of his accomplishments include the creation of Service Canada, the 
foundation for what is now Billy Bishop Airport; BMO Stadium; the first 
Aerospace/Auto Initiative for Ontario-Quebec and more. Outside of Cabinet he 
served in leadership roles as Parliamentary Secretary for Health, as well as Chair 
of the House Standing Committee for Health; Chair of the Committee for Public 
Accounts, Vice -Chair for Industry, for Transportation and for the Human Rights 
Sub Committee of External Affairs.

He also served as Chair or member of the Executive of Parliamentary 
Associations, in particular the Canada-Israel, Canada-Italy, Canada China, 
Canada-Europe, Canada-US, and Parliamentarians for Global Action when he 
authored a proposal to turn Canada into a training centre for "peace-keeping 
forces" world-wide.
