TORONTO - Created in 1999, the 
electoral district of Davenport, lo-
cated in the west end of the old 
City of Toronto. It has been a trad-
itional working-class district.  

The constituency is home to 
108,475 residents (as per the 2016 
Census, the most recent data avail-
able). As with other districts in 
the GTA, immigrants make up a 
considerable portion of the local 
population. 

Those who self- identify as 
of Italian descent make up 11% 
of Davenport. That represents 
11,900 of the constituents and 
one of the largest ethnic groups 
who originate from Europe.

Historically, the riding has shift-
ed between the Liberals and the 
NDP. Marit Stiles, the incumbent, 
seeks her second term in o�  ce 
and to hold the seat for the NDP. 
In 2018 she took the seat from the 
Liberals when she won with 60.3% 
support of the electorate (27,613 
votes). 

The Liberals only managed

18.7% of the vote, and the NDP’s 
margin of victory was 19,055 votes. 
That year, the PC took 16.1%.

This time around, Stiles’ clos-
est contender is Liberal candidate 
Jerry Levitan. He acknowledged 
the riding’s “robust and histor-
ic Italian community” along with 
the district’s ethnically diverse 
residents. “They are hard working 

and creative with a wide range of 
incomes, trades and professions”, 
he told the Corriere. 

“I have made it a point of under-
standing and being responsive 
to the needs and concerns of all 
people and sectors of Davenport”, 
he said, and added that his focus is 
to “serve them with sensitivity and 
e� ectiveness”.

Meanwhile, candidate Paul 
Spence aims to boost support for 
the PC. He and Stiles did not re-
turn our request for input as at 
time of going to print.

So far, it would appear that elec-
tors seem content with the current 
representative. According to the 

latest projections by 338Canada.
com (May 14), the NDP maintain 
the lead at 44%. The prediction 
model uses algorithms and con-
siders all major polls. It shows the 
Liberals at 29%, trail by 15-points, 
followed by the PC at 15%.

Il candidato liberale deciso a spodestare l’NDP
PRISCILLA
PAJDO

TORONTO - Creato nel 1999, il 
distretto elettorale di Davenport, 
situato all’estremità occidenta-
le della vecchia città di Toronto, 
è un quartiere tradizionalmente 
abitato da famiglie della classe 
operaia.

Il collegio ospita 108.475 resi-
denti (secondo il censimento del 
2016, i dati più recenti disponi-
bili). Come in altri distretti della 
GTA, gli immigrati costituiscono 
una parte considerevole della po-
polazione locale.

Coloro che si identificano 
come di origine italiana costi-
tuiscono l’11% di Davenport.
Ciò rappresenta 11.900 degli elet-
tori e uno dei più grandi gruppi 
etnici originari dell’Europa.

Storicamente, nella circoscri-
zione c’è stato un avvicendarsi 
tra i liberali e l’NDP. Marit Stiles, 
deputata in carica, cerca il suo 
secondo mandato per ricoprire il 
seggio per l’NDP. Nel 2018, quan-
do ha vinto con il 60,3% di soste-
gno dell’elettorato (27.613 voti), ha 
portato via il seggio ai liberali. I li-
berali hanno ottenuto solo il 18,7% 

dei voti e il margine di vittoria 
dell’NDP è stato di 19.055 voti. 
Quell’anno, il PC ha preso il 16,1%.

Questa volta, l’avversario più 
diretto di Stiles è il candidato li-
berale Jerry Levitan. Ha mostrato 
apprezzamento per la "robusta 
e storica comunità italiana" del 
collegio insieme ai residenti di 
etnie diverse del distretto. “Sono 
laboriosi e creativi con un’ampia 
gamma di entrate, mestieri e pro-
fessioni”, ha detto al Corriere.

"Ho fatto in modo di compren-
dere e rispondere ai bisogni e alle 
preoccupazioni di tutte le perso-
ne e i settori di Davenport", ha 
affermato, e ha aggiunto che il suo 
obiettivo è "servirli con sensibili-
tà ed efficacia".

Nel frattempo, il candidato Paul 
Spence mira ad aumentare il sup-
porto per il Partito Conservato-
re. Fino al momento di andare in 
stampa né Spence né Stiles hanno 
risposto alla nostra richiesta di un 
commento.

Finora, sembra che gli elettori 
siano soddisfatti dell’attuale rap-
presentante. Secondo le ultime 
proiezioni di 338Canada.com (14 
maggio), l’NDP mantiene il van-
taggio al 44%. Il modello di pre-
visione utilizza algoritmi e con-
sidera tutti i principali sondaggi. 
Mostra i liberali al 29%, in svan-
taggio di 15 punti, seguiti dal Par-
tito Conservatore al 15%.
